We received about $12,500 more than we intended so that was redistributed
throughout the budget.

There is also an adjustment for the CGS gear that was purchased during the last
fiscal budget but hit our budget this year. Encumbrances is money that we
attempted to spend last year (that we would have lost otherwise), but actually
was spent this year which explains why $8000 was moved to the marketing
committee.

The executive committee met and decided to create a pool of money that is
available to any committees in need with some of the extra money. Therefore, if a
committee needs additional monies for an event they can request this extra
funding. So, if you are on a committee and have an idea, please reach out to your
committee chair so that we can use this!

Montoya.29 also explained that she is working with Coca Cola to get additional
funds for next year.

A question was raised regarding the purpose of adjusting the budget versus
waiting until next year and learning from mistakes of going above or under
budget and the point was raised that it aligns with the procedures in the
governance to amend the budget when there are any substantial changes to
protect and inform the body.

A question was raised regarding how individuals/committees will get this money
and whether it needs to be added to the Act, but the consensus was that this did
not belong in this Act and that there was a goal to develop some kind of
procedure to request the funds.

e Apportionment: As a follow-up to the question about apportionment last week.

Here is information that is used to plan apportionment:

Article I Sections 2 through 3 of the Constitution of CGS is as follows:

Section 2.1: Units of representation - Units of representation of CGS shall be determined by the Organization and Elections
Committee. Units will be based on, but not necessarily limited to, graduate program areas: exceptionally large programs may be
split and exceptionally small ones grouped.

Section 2.2: Apportionment - CGS shall be composed of not more than one hundred fifty voting delegates and no fewer than one
hundred thirty. The number of delegates per unit of representation shall not exceed twelve. Each spring, the Organization and
Elections Committee shall apportion these positions to the graduate programs on the basis of autumn semester enrollment. Each
unit of representation shall have at least one delegate. Each regional campus with graduate representation shall be allotted one
delegate seat. The number of regional seats shall not exceed five.”

Section 3. Whereas, in addition to the above criteria stipulated in the CGS Bylaws, this act has apportioned delegates seats based
upon a ratio of 99 graduate students equating to 1 delegate seat, and a maximum cap of 4 delegate seats per unit of representation,
as was determined by the Organization and Elections committee. This is to ensure that the total number of seats falls within the
130 minimum and150 maximum seat range and also to meet the criteria of being no more than 12 delegate seats per unit of
representation stipulated in the CGS Bylaws:

1-99 Graduate Students = 1 Delegate Seat

100-199 Graduate Students= 2 Delegate Seats
200-299 Graduate Students= 3 Delegate Seats

300 and Above Graduate Students= 4 Delegate Seats

Vice Provost of Graduate Students and Dean of the Graduate School
Search
Randy Smith, the Vice Provost for Academic Programs within the Office of
Academic Affairs is overseeing the operations of the Graduate School until a new
Vice Provost/Dean is selected by Provost McPheron. I've been advised that the
new goals is to have the new Vice Provost/Dean identified by June 1 at the
latest. | am confident that Randy Smith will do great leading the Graduate School
until then. During Graduate Council meetings, Randy has begun devoting time to
consider the following questions to be delivered to the new Vice Provost/Dean so
that when that person takes over, they will have an idea of what they are walking
into. Those questions are:

1) What do we need to do to enhance the function of graduate education?

2) What are the next steps for the Campus Conversation document?

3) How can we improve the Graduate School itself and its function?

Graduate/Professional Student Trustee

A group of 11 students from each of the three student governments, the two
student Trustees, one faculty member, and one administrator from Student Life
met on Saturday, February 3, 2018 to interview ten applicants for the new
Graduate/Professional Student Trustee position. After a full day of interviews and
deliberation, the search committee identified five graduate/professional students
that will be sent to the Ohio Governor’s Office for consideration. Closer to the end
of the academic year, the Governor will appoint one of the five
graduate/professional students the search committee sent to his office to the
Board of Trustees.

Housing Update

On February 9, | met with President Drake. One of the topics we discussed was
Graduate/Family Housing. He indicated that after some bumps with the
University’s legal department, we seem to be moving forward and should have
renderings of the buildings soon. They have tentatively set Autumn Semester
2018 to break ground.

e Jennifer and another member of the committee, Kara Braunreiter,
attended two meetings with members of the Counseling and
Consultation Services Staff including the director of the center.

e We raised the concerns about graduate students being told that they
should meet with their councilor weekly, but then only allowed to
schedule 1 meeting at a time, resulting in several weeks wait time
in between appointments. (This was brought as a delegate
concern.)
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CCS assured us that the 1 scheduled meeting practice is not a
policy that they enforce; however, many councilors do follow that
practice because they reevaluate the needs of the student at each
meeting and adjust their appointment schedule accordingly. They
admit that wait times can be 1-2 weeks for an appointment, but
also pointed out that they consider themselves a short term service
and if they have a student who they anticipate needing long term,
weekly appointments that that individual would be referred out to
someone in the community.

CCS also wanted to bring awareness to some alternative and
emergency counseling services that they offer, should a student be
unable to get a weekly or immediate appointment with their
councilor due to high demand. These services include:

1. Daily group counseling — Sessions are held daily in focus
groups designed around the most common concerns of
students. Groups are also available exclusively for graduate
students. These are drop-in sessions so no appointment is
needed.

2. Emergency appointments — They reserve a number of
appointment slots each day for emergency appointments. If
a student is in distress they can call for an emergency
appointment, but they may not necessarily get the councilor
they are already seeing if that person doesn’t have any
emergency slots available.

3. 24/7 emergency hotline — There is a emergency hotline that
students can call 24/7 to talk to a trained councilor on the
other end.

We consider this issue to be resolved and will not be following up
further as a committee unless an additional concern arises.
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ACT 1819-SP-02

An Act Establishing the 2018 — 2019 Delegate Apportionment for the
Council of Graduate Students
Author: Tracey Walterbusch

Section 1. The purpose of this act s to set the 2018-2019 Delegate Apportionment for the Council of
Graduate Students, m accordance with the Bylaws.

Section 2. Article I Sections 2 through 3 of the Constitution of CGS 1s as follows:

Section 2.1: Units of representation - Units of representation of CGS shall be determined by the
Organization and Elections Committee. Units will be based on, but not necessarily Imited to, graduate
program areas: exceptionally large programs may be split and exceptionally small ones grouped.

Section 2.2: Apportionment - CGS shall be composed of not more than one hundred fifly voting delegates
andno fewer than one hundred thirty. The number of delegates per unit of representation shall not exceed
twelve. Each spring, the Organization and Elections Committee shall apportion these positions to the
graduate programs on the basis of autumn semester enrollment. Each unit of representation shall have at
least one delegate. Each regional campus with graduate representation shall be allotted one delegate seat.
The mumber of regional seats shall not exceed five.”

Section 3, Whereas, m addition to the above criteria stipulated m the CGS Bylaws, this act has apportioned
delegates seats based upon 2 ratio of 99 graduate students equating to 1 delegate seat, and a maximum cap of
4 delegate seats per unit of representation, as was determimed by the Organization and Elections committee.
This is to ensure that the total number of seats falls within the 130 mmimum and150 maximum seat range
and also to mest the criteria of bemg no more than 12 delegate seats per unit of representation stipulated m
the CGS Bylaws:

1-99 Graduate Students = 1 Delegate Seat

100-199 Graduate Students= 2 Delegate Seats

200-299 Graduate Students= 3 Delegate Seats

300 and Above Graduate Students= 4 Delegate Seats

m the foreseeable future"’; and

Whereas the proposed revisions to the university’s General Education requirements advise that
undergraduate students "describe and analyze U.S. mstitutions, the cultural traditions that have
formed and mformed the nation, and the pluralistic nature of U.S. society” as expectad leaming
outcomes; and

Whereas the proposed revisions to the university’s General Education requirements also outline
the ability to "explicitly examme and value various expressions and implications of diversity,
both within and beyond U.S. society” an expected leaming outcome; and

Whereas adoptmg "Race, Ethmicity, and Gender" 25 a Foundational requirement for
undergraduate students will support the mission statement of The Ohio State University; and
